Collin College welcomes new dean of nursing

Dr. David Peruski has been appointed as the new dean of the college’s Nursing
program. Before coming to Collin College, he served as the assistant dean of
Health and Human Services at Saginaw Valley State University in Michigan.

Under his direction, the Collin College Nursing program will continue to offer
quality higher education and the support students need to achieve their
educational goals.

Dr. Peruski received his Bachelor and Master of Science in Nursing from
Saginaw Valley State University. He later received a Master of Science in
Administration from Central Michigan University, and a Doctorate in
Community College Leadership from Ferris State University in Michigan.

At the start of his career, he joined the Army Nurse Corps, where his clinical experience included
neonatal, neurosurgical, cardiovascular ICU, and all areas of adult medical/surgical nursing.

Afterwards, Dr. Peruski served as a nursing faculty member at Delta College in Michigan. He also
served as the college’s nursing program coordinator, health programs division chair, and an academic
dean overseeing eight divisions within the college including general education and occupational areas.
